CORNER OF LEARNING CATECHISM
138. What are the names of the Holy Spirit?
“The Holy Spirit” is the proper name of the third
Person of the Most Holy Trinity. Jesus also called him
the Paraclete (Consoler or Advocate) and the Spirit of
Truth. The New Testament also refers to him as the
Spirit of Christ, of the Lord, of God - the Spirit of
Glory and the Spirit of the Promise.
139. What symbols are used to represent the Holy
Spirit?
There are many symbols of the Holy Spirit: living
water which springs from the wounded Heart of
Christ and which quenches the thirst of the
baptized; anointing with oil, which is the sacramental
sign of Confirmation; fire which transforms what it
touches; the cloud, dark or luminous, in which the
divine glory is revealed; the imposition of hands by
which the Holy Spirit is given; the dove which
descended on Christ at his baptism and remained with
him.
140. What does it mean that the Spirit “has spoken
through the prophets”?
The term “prophets” means those who were inspired
by the Holy Spirit to speak in the name of God. The
Spirit brings the prophecies of the Old Testament to
their complete fulfillment in Christ whose mystery he
reveals in the New Testament.

SUNDAY GOSPEL: Lk 6: 17, 20-26

A reading from the Gospel according to Luke,

Jesus came down with the Twelve and stood on
a stretch of level ground with a great crowd of his
disciples and a large number of the people from all
Judea and Jerusalem and the coastal region of Tyre and
Sidon. And raising his eyes toward his disciples he
said: “Blessed are you who are poor, for the kingdom
of God is yours. Blessed are you who are now hungry,
for you will be satisfied. Blessed are you who are now
weeping, for you will laugh. Blessed are you when
people hate you, and when they exclude and insult you,
and denounce your name as evil on account of the Son
of Man. Rejoice and leap for joy on that day! Behold,
your reward will be great in heaven. For their ancestors
treated the prophets in the same way. But woe to you
who are rich, for you have received your consolation.
Woe to you who are filled now, for you will be hungry.
Woe to you who laugh now, for you will grieve and
weep. Woe to you when all speak well of you, for their
ancestors treated the false prophets in this way.”
The Gospel of the Lord.

GOSPEL’S REFLECTION and PASTORAL WORDS

ENOUGH and NOT ENOUGH

When people feel enough in every way, they don’t seem
to desire anything. Those who are rich and need nothing
seem not to have what others give. The consequence of
these richness and fullness can also make people think that
they are too full both spiritually and spiritually. On the other
hand, when we lack something, we desire to have it.

Saint Luke in the Gospel of the sixth Sunday reminds
people of four beatitudes and four woes. Accepting poverty,
hunger, weeping, and exclusion for the sake of the Name of
Jesus are blessings. However, when we exclude God from
our lives and accept being rich, full, laughing, and being
praised, those are woes.

The above blessings refer to God’s presence in life. That
requires people to reject the glory and riches of the world.
“No man can serve two masters” (Mt 6:24). When we
accept that, we will suffer a lot of disadvantages. This
fulfills the conditions of following Jesus, “If any of you
wants to be my follower, you must give up your own way,
take up your cross, and follow me” (Mt 16:24).

On the contrary, it is possible for people to have
everything in abundance, but they lack God in their lives;
that is considered nothingness. Jesus affirms that “And what
do you benefit if you gain the whole world but lose your
own soul?” (Mk 8:36).

Thus, being ENOUGH in the human aspect is NOT
ENOUGH in the eyes of Jesus, because no billionaire is able
to bring true happiness to humans. Even they can’t make
themselves happy. They also need others to bring them
happiness.

So, how can we understand what is ENOUGHNESS,
what is BLESSESNESS?




ENOUGHNESS, BLESSEDNESS, is to have God in
our lives. When we have God in our lives, it requires us to
give up many things. It doesn’t mean that God wants us to
live in poverty, hunger, weeping, and exclusion, but He
wants us to put God first and in the top of human value
levels. God created the universe and entrusted man to take
care of it. Although man has the whole universe and subdues
it, he is still a created man with the limitations of humanity.
So, God is still the Creator, and man is always a creature.
He is still first. Moreover, when man is aware of this, he
places his presence in all and above all his activities.
Therefore, Jesus says, “Seek the Kingdom of God above all
else, and live righteously, and he will give you everything
you need” (Mt 6:33).

Why is it ENOUGH, blessed, to have God in life? For
only He can bring true happiness to people. It is eternal and
lasting happiness.

POOR FOR THE KINGDOM OF HEAVEN

The atmosphere of Lunar New Year has not yet
dissipated, especially in the North, which is rich in festival
traditions. We still hear wishes for prosperity and peace in
the new year. At the beginning of the new year, countries
around the world strive to develop the economy and
increase income for all people. However, today's Word of
God says, “Blessed are you who are poor, for yours is the
Kingdom of God.” Does Jesus want to go against the
development and humanity to fall behind?

To understand the Word of God, we need to note the
following points:

First of all, Jesus is not talking about economics here,
but about happiness; however, material things are not
happiness in themselves. The story of Princess Diana is a
clear illustration.

In the summer of 1997, the whole world was shocked
by the death of Princess Diana. Princess Diana was a
beautiful woman. Since marrying Prince Charles, the son of
the Queen of England, the princess became one of the most
famous and wealthy person in the world. Perhaps everyone
would think that such a beautiful, rich, and wealthy woman
must be the happiest person in the world. But that was not
true. The princess was very sad because her family lacked
true love. Prince Charles continued to secretly have a
relationship with his ex-lover. He was in pain but could not
speak out, because his whole family wanted to maintain the
reputation of the royal family. Bored with family life, the
princess sought happiness with her new boyfriend. During
a trip to Paris, both were killed in a car accident. Many
people believed that the British royal family caused the
accident. No one thought that the princess's life was happy,
even though she had everything: beauty, money, fame.

Second, God does not condemn material things, but
only the attitude of using them. Material things were created
by God to serve man. God created them and God saw that
everything was good. But man has done God’s plan
wrongly. Instead of using material things as a means, people
have turned them into ends. Instead of using material things
to serve fellow human beings, people have used fellow

human beings to serve material things. These are the
attitudes that God condemns. These attitudes turn material
things into obstacles that prevent us from reaching the
happiness of the heavenly kingdom.

Finally, God encourages neither poverty nor even less
those who become poor because of laziness. God only
encourages those who voluntarily become poor for the
kingdom of heaven. Those who voluntarily become poor for
the kingdom of heaven are those who understand the true
value of money. Knowing that money is just a means, they
use money without being attached to it. Having money is
not slaved to it, and especially we know how to use money
for useful things for others. For the sake of others and God’s
kingdom, they voluntarily become poor.

People who voluntarily live in poverty like this do not
make society become outdated, but on the contrary help
develop it, bring humanity forward. They help society to
have not only in material civilization but also in the
civilization of love.

People who voluntarily live in poverty like this help to
elevate human dignity, bring joy to the sad, sow hope to the
forgotten, bring love to the marginalized.

People who voluntarily live in poverty like that are not
lazy, cowardly, weak, or pathetic. On the contrary, it is the
attitude of brave souls, always striving with themselves to
elevate their souls and the world.

Voluntarily living in poverty like that is a blessing for
the world, for humanity. How beautiful the world would be
if there are more people who volunteer to live so.

A week after Princess Diana's funeral, the world was
tumulted with another funeral: the funeral of Mother Teresa
Calcutta. Unlike Princess Diana, Mother Teresa was an old
nun, lived a poor life. In her room there was only a chair
and a basin of water. People gave her a lot of money, but
she voluntarily lived in poverty, spending all her money to
help the poor, orphans, and the disabled. When the Pope
[John Paul I1] visited India, he saw that she traveled a lot for
work, so he gave her a luxury car. But when the Pope
returned, she sold the car and used the money to help the
poor. Forty presidents from different countries attended her
funeral. And India, a country that does not like Catholicism,
held a funeral throughout the country for her. Twenty-one
cannon shots were fired to send off her soul while the
presidents stood and bowed respectfully before the body of
the old, poor nun. She practiced the Word of God: “Blessed
are you who are poor, for yours is the Kingdom of Heaven.”
